Ozark Affiliate Grantee Spotlight

Community Clinic Siloam Springs Medical
One of the Ozark Affiliate’s grantees for the 2011-2012 grant cycle is Community Clinic Siloam Springs Medical.  The clinic was awarded $37,792 for their program “We Are Aware-Siloam Springs.”  The program provides a culturally competent continuum of care for low income, uninsured, Latino/a patients in Benton County through breast care education and breast cancer screening and treatment.  The “We Are Aware,” program allows Community Clinic patient advocates to help with navigation of available services and assist with eligibility for programs that provide financial support for breast care, screening and treatment. Community Clinic also partners with the Esperanza y Vida to provide two educational breast care presentations in Benton County to the Latino/a community.

From April 1, 2011 through June 30, 2011, Community Clinic Siloam Springs Medical has utilized Komen funds to provide their clients with:
• 20 screening mammograms
• 28 diagnostic mammograms
• 86 patient services to improve access to care through bilingual patient navigation
• 38 treatment services
