Rodeo of the Ozarks Goes Pink June 30, 2011
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Join the Rodeo of the Ozarks and the rest of the Western industry to help raise awareness and funds for the fight against breast cancer.   June 30th has been designated as “Pink Night” at the 67th Annual Rodeo of the Ozarks.  This will be the fifth year the Rodeo of the Ozarks has participated in this national campaign. 
  
The Tough Enough to Wear Pink campaign was first introduced at the 2005 Wrangler National Finals when cowboys and cowgirls were encouraged to wear pink to show support for the cause and sponsors donated funds.  Support was overwhelming, and the wave continues to grow within the industry and the rodeo community.
