COMMUNITY PROFILE: BRIDGING THE GAPS! 
Every two years, the Ozark Affiliate assesses the eight county service areas.  The findings of this assessment are compiled into a single report called the Community Profile.  The assessment examines the 8 counties’ breast health/cancer needs and does so by researching data, conducting focus groups and interviewing key stakeholders.   
Areas that the Community Profile focuses on are community assets, community knowledge, attitudes and behavior towards breast cancer, needs and gaps in health system, and populations most at risk for dying from breast cancer and their characteristics.  Once all of the data is compiled, the funding priorities for future grantees is determined by where the areas of high need exist and what services in those areas are needed.  
The Community Profile is important to the Affiliate because it helps inform affiliate staff, volunteer and grantees on education, community organizing/engagement, inclusion, advocacy, marketing/communications, sponsorship/fundraising, and strategic and operational planning. 
The Ozark Affiliate is currently writing the 2011 Community Profile and, once approved by Komen National, will be posted on the affiliate website.
